WHEREAS, John Colander also held several other leadership roles with faith organizations in Virginia
and North Carolina, aswell as national positions, through which he touched the lives of countless individuals;

WHEREAS, in addition to his work in the ministry, John Colander enjoyed a long career with the United
States Postal Service; and

WHEREAS, John Colander will be fondly remembered and greatly missed by hisloving wife of 53 years,
Hortense; his children, Kris and Latasha, and their families; and numerous other family members and friends;
