SENATE RESOLUTION NO. 236
Celebrating the life of Paulina Yager Campbell.

Agreed to by the Senate, February 6, 2025

WHEREAS, Paulina Y ager Campbell, an accomplished executive assistant, longtime member of the
Republican State Central Committee and Page County Republican Party, and beloved member of the
Shenandoah Valley community, died on December 11, 2024; and

years; and

WHEREAS, Polly Campbell was appointed to serve as a member of the Board of Nursing, contributing
valued insights and advice to advance the nursing profession in the Commonwealth; and

her community for many years at Bethlehem Independent Christian Church in Stanley; and
