WHEREAS, Hollin Meadows Elementary School is devoted to actively engaging its students in their

WHEREAS, Hollin Meadows Elementary School provides assistance and guidance to its faculty and staff
to foster their ability to make a difference in the lives of their students; and

WHEREAS, with a commitment to educational excellence, Hollin Meadows Elementary School became
one of Fairfax County's first Science and Math Focus Schools in 1994 and one of the first schools in the
county to have afull-day kindergarten program three years | ater; and

create an environment in which students can interact with and learn about the natural world; and

WHEREAS, Hollin Meadows Elementary School has encouraged physical fitness by providing additional
time for exercise at recess and fostered healthy lifestyle choices by creating a school garden where students
can grow and harvest fresh fruits and vegetables; and

WHEREAS, in 2009, First Lady Michelle Obama and Secretary of Agriculture Tom Vilsack visited
Hollin Meadows Elementary School to present the school with a silver medal as part of the Obama
administration's HealthierUS School Challenge and to highlight the school's ongoing achievements in
supporting childhood fitness and nutrition; and

WHEREAS, Hollin Meadows Elementary School participates in the Get2Green program, integrating
sustainability into the curriculum and fostering a love for nature and environmental stewardship among its
students; and

WHEREAS, Hollin Meadows Elementary School has received a number of accolades over the yearsin
recognition of its quality educational programs, including an Intel School of Distinction Award in the area of
elementary mathematicsin 2011; and
