WHEREAS, senior middle hitter Gretchen Surface scored a match-high 16 kills, while senior outside 
hitter Megan Earnest recorded 13 kills and 13 digs; junior Jayci Morrill facilitated multiple plays with 34 
assists, and sophomore Kaylee Ramrattan added five aces; and

WHEREAS, the Auburn Eagles have won nine state titles in the past 13 years and hold the records for the 
second-most consecutive state championship victories and second-most state championship victories overall; 
and

WHEREAS, the successful season was a tribute to the skill and hard work of all the student-athletes, the 
leadership and guidance of coaches and staff, and the passionate support of family members, friends, and the 
entire Auburn High School community; now, therefore, be it
