WHEREAS, Dennis Dunlap has witnessed numerous historic events over the course of hislife, from the
Dust Bowl and the Great Depression to the Moon landing and the rise of modern technology; and

WHEREAS, in 1943, not long after his high school graduation, Dennis Dunlap was drafted into the
United States Army Air Corps to serve the nation during World War I1; he was initially stationed in North
Africa, then spent much of his service as amechanic at an air base on the island of Corsica; and

WHEREAS, after his honorable military service, Dennis Dunlap returned to the United States and
continued to work as a mechanic for General Motors, building Pontiacs, Buicks, and Oldsmobiles, then
subsequently worked as a chief engineer for the Darby Corporation; and

WHEREAS, Dennis Dunlap currently resides at The Wellington at L ake Manassas, where he is one of the
most active members of the community, participating in morning exercise classes and other programs, while
also going above and beyond to serve as an advocate for hisfellow residents; and

WHEREAS, Dennis Dunlap brings joy to everyone he meets through his humility, kindness, and wealth
of knowledge, and he relishes every opportunity to impart his wisdom to others; now, therefore, be it
