 Bill Summary:  Removes the requirement that the Department of Motor Vehicles, when searching for owner 

or lienholder information for a vehicle titled in another jurisdiction for (i) the enforcement of a mechanics or 

storage lien or (ii) determining ownership of an abandoned vehicle, ascertain such information by contacting 

such jurisdiction. The bill also expands the circumstances under which the Department is not required to 

notify the owner or lienholder of a vehicle titled in another jurisdiction that such request for information was 

received to include when the other jurisdiction fails to respond to the request for information.
