 Bill Summary:   Includes as covered programs that are eligible for funding under the At-Risk Program 

initiatives to support both the physical and mental health of students in public schools, including the hiring of 

licensed practical nurses, registered nurses, and advanced practice registered nurses. The bill is a 

recommendation of the School Health Services Committee.

Explanation: There is no anticipated state fiscal impact as a result of the provisions of this bill. Any impact 

to local school divisions is indeterminate.  
 

Fiscal Analysis:  This bill expands the allowable uses by local school divisions to spend funding provided 

through Direct Aid to Public Education for the At- Risk Add-on.
