Bill Title: Deferred or installment payment agreements; outstanding court-assessed fines, fees, taxes,
or costs.

Bill Summary: Provides that any defendant sentenced to an active term of incarceration and ordered to pay
any fine, cost, forfeiture, or penalty related to the charge for which such defendant was incarcerated, or any
other charge for which such defendant was sentenced on the same day, the court shall enter such defendant
into a deferred payment agreement for such fines, costs, forfeitures, or penalties. Additionally, this proposal
provides that the due date for such deferred payment agreement shall be set no earlier than 180 days after
the defendant's scheduled release from incarceration on the charges for which such defendant was sentenced
on the same day and that notwithstanding any other provisions of law, the period of limitations provided by
§19.2-341 for payment of such fines, costs, forfeitures, or penalties will start to run on the due date for such
deferred payment agreement. This engrossed substitute bill has a January 1, 2027 enactment date.
