Education to evaluate compliance with and enforcement of statutory prohibition; report.

Bill Summary: Requires the Department of Education, in consultation with stakeholders, to evaluate and
make recommendations on compliance with an enforcement of provisions prohibiting any person from
knowingly making a false statement concerning the residency of a child in a particular school division or school
attendance zone for the purpose of improving the efficacy of enforcing statutory residency requirements for
enrollment and ensuring consequences for violations are commensurate with such violations. Directs the
Department to collect and evaluate data, solicit input from school boards and administrators, and make
recommendations. Directs the Department to submit a report to the General Assembly by November 1, 2026.
