Bill Title: High school students; completion of certain applications for student financial aid required; 

opt-out; exemption.  
 

 Bill Summary:  Requires each school board to annually provide to each high school student and the parents of 

each high school student guidance and other informational materials on student financial aid applications for 

the purpose of promoting awareness of federal and state financial aid programs, resources, eligibility criteria, 

application deadlines, and other processes and requirements. Requires each school board to establish a five-

year goal for encouraging and increasing the completion of student financial aid applications by high school 

students and annual goals toward achieving the five-year goal for the school division as a whole and each high 

school. The bill also requires each school board to collect data and annually post in a public location and 

submit to the Department of Education a report on the progress toward achieving the five-year and annual 

goals. The bill provides that no school board or employee shall disclose any personally identifiable information 

to any individual or entity outside of the local school division. Finally, the bill requires the Department of 

Education to provide each school board information each year on how to access data on the completion of 

student financial aid applications and guidance or other informational resources designed to support school 

boards in making progress toward the goals.
