However, the budget amendment will not 

be needed until the 2028-2030 biennium for the next decennial census, scheduled for April 1, 2030. 

The Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Services and Department of Corrections indicate 

this bill is not expected to create a fiscal impact.
