School League Class 2 state championship at Virginia Commonwealth University's Stuart C. Siegel Center in
Richmond on March 13, 2025; and

WHEREAS, the John Marshall High School Justices defeated the Graham High School G-Men of
Tazewell County by a score of 107-81, becoming the first team in Virginia High School League (VHSL)
history to score 100 points in the state championship; and
