Bill Title: Commission on the Virginia Alcohol Safety Action Program (VASAP).

Bill Summary: Restructures the existing governance structure and responsibilities of the Commission on
VASAP and expands its oversight authority over local alcohol safety action programs. The provisions of the bill
related to a fiscal agent locality have a delayed effective date of January 1, 2028. The bill also directs the
Commission on VASAP to convene a work group with relevant stakeholders to review the sustainability of the
structure and funding model for the Virginia Alcohol Safety Action Program and submit a report of its findings
and recommendations to the Governor and the Chairs of the House Committee on Appropriations and Senate
Committee on Finance and Appropriation by October 1, 2026. As introduced, this bill is a recommendation of
the Commission on VASAP.
