SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 195

27, 2025; and

WHEREAS, as the president and treasurer of an international organization, Ron Buzzeo admirably
represented the United States at several international and United Nations-sponsored forums; and

WHEREAS, following his government service, Ron Buzzeo established a successful consulting company
and provided generous mentorship to many; and

WHEREAS, in his retirement, Ron Buzzeo relocated to Beaufort County, North Carolina, where he
served his community as a member of the Beaufort County Board of Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, Ron Buzzeo later relocated to Henrico County, where he had the opportunity to make many
cherished memories with family and loved ones; and

WHEREAS, Ron Buzzeo will be fondly remembered and dearly missed by his wife of 62 years, Judith
Ann; his children, Christopher, Scott, and William, and their families; and numerous other family members
and friends; now, therefore, be it
