Bill Title: Workers' compensation; employer's offset in event of recovery.

Bill Summary: Amends provisions related to an employer's offset for recovery in certain actions brought
under the Virginia Workers' Compensation Act. The bill requires that lifetime medical award benefits and
ongoing indemnity award benefits shall remain in full force and effect if the claimant is under such an award at
the time that recovery is effected, subject to the employer offset provisions. Under the bill, an employer's
credit shall be applied as a continuing, pro rata reduction to benefits otherwise payable under an existing
award until the employer's required credit is exhausted. The bill also removes language limiting an employee's
entitlement to compensation and expenses for medical, surgical and hospital attention and funeral expenses.
