Bill Title: Standards of Quality; school board policies; communication and language accessibility for

limited English proficient parents; requirements; report.

Bill Summary: Requires each school board to develop, implement, and post in a publicly accessible location
on its website a language access plan consisting of policies and procedures designed to ensure meaningful
communication with and informational accessibility for limited English proficient (LEP) parents, as that term is
defined in the bill. The provisions of the bill have a delayed effective date of July 1, 2027.

Explanation: The provisions of this bill require local school divisions to develop and implement plans, any
impact to local school divisions to meet this requirement is indeterminate.

Fiscal Analysis: This bill requires local school divisions to develop and implement language access plans to
ensure meaningful communication and information accessibility for parents with limited English proficiency.

Any impact to local school divisions to implement the language access plans as required by this bill is
indeterminate.
