Fiscal Analysis: According to the Department of State Police (VSP), this proposal requires VSP to establish a
Substantial Risk Order Reporting System for the purpose of tracking and reporting substantial risk orders by
locality and to publish these reports on a monthly basis. Additionally, the proposal requires VSP to remove the
names and other personal identifying information from the data before the reports are published.

The agency estimates that the costs to develop the reporting system that meets the requirements of this
proposal are $94,800 in the first year, with an ongoing cost of $47,400.
