WHEREAS, in recent years, Brian Bilheimer served as a training coordinator for the Virginia Association 
of Volunteer Rescue Squads, where his dedication to his work positively impacted members, instructors, and 
emergency agencies in the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, Brian Bilheimer will be fondly remembered and dearly missed by his loving wife, Lisa, and 
numerous other family members and friends; now, therefore, be it
