WHEREAS, the E.C. Glass High School marching band developed a high degree of collaboration and 
respect between its younger and older members throughout the year, inspiring every member to give their 
best to contribute to the group; and

WHEREAS, the E.C. Glass High School marching band's victory at the VMBC Group 3 stage was an 
exceptional finish for band director Doug Brown, who was in his second year with the program; and

WHEREAS, the accomplishments of the E.C. Glass High School marching band are the result of the hard 
work and dedication of the student-musicians, the leadership and guidance of their director and teachers, and 
the unwavering support of their families and the entire E.C. Glass High School community; now, therefore,
