HOUSE RESOLUTION NO. 155
Commending the Princess Anne High School girls basketball team.

WHEREAS, the Princess Anne High School girls' basketball team of Virginia Beach won the Virginia
High School League Class 5 state championship at Virginia Commonwealth University's Stuart C. Siegel
Center in Richmond on March 13, 2025; and

WHEREAS, the Princess Anne High School Cavaliers defeated the William Fleming High School
Colonels of Roanoke by a score of 70-28 to earn the program’s 15th state championship title, a state record,;

WHEREAS, the Princess Anne Cavaliers held a 39-14 lead at halftime and never looked back, posting the
largest margin of victory in a state championship game in the history of the program; and

WHEREAS, the Princess Anne Cavaliers victory was a total team effort, led by Micah Ojo, who had 17
points, nine rebounds, and eight blocked shots; Jizelle James, who scored 20 points; Tristan Rickenbacker,
who tallied 16 points and 15 rebounds; and Ellery Giddens, who added 13 points; and

leadership of coach Darnell Dozier, who has coached the team during all 15 of the program'stitle runs; and
