WHEREAS, throughout his career with the Chesterfield County Police Department, Knight was vital to
many operations, supporting the tracking and apprehension of suspects and enabling |aw-enforcement

WHEREAS, Knight was named after the knights of medieval times, who were known for their honor,
bravery, and devotion to protecting others, and he lived up to this name in al of his endeavors as an officer;
