WHEREAS, throughout its history, the Carrsville Ruritan Club has been a part of Holland District
Ruritans, Zone 5, and generations of local families have donated their time and talents to uphold the club's
long-standing traditions of volunteerism and neighborly outreach; now, therefore, be it
